Modified Script for First Wednesday 2200 Hours - Simplex Test 146.625 (simplex)
“This is <your call> is this frequency in use?  I say again, <repeat>.  <Pause> Nothing Heard.    Attention all stations, any station listening.  This is <your call >, Calling the Arlington County RACES Net. <repeat>.   It is requested that all routine use of this frequency remain suspended until the net is deactivated.  Your Net Control Station for this session is <your call>.  My name is <      > and I am located in  <neighborbood> near < fire station name and no. > in <City or County > 
Is there any Emergency or Priority Traffic?  <if so, handle immediately>.  
“This is an EXERCISE.  “The Arlington County RACES net this evening is being called on the output frequency simplex of the ARPSC 146.625 repeater.  The repeater will remain active to enable stations with emergency or priority traffic to break in, but all stations please turn off your repeater offset and use TALKAROUND for initial check in.   
The purpose of this monthly test is to encourage members of Arlington County RACES to test and improve their simplex capability to support public safety auxiliary communications, without dependence upon repeater infrastructure.   

“Net control will call first for Arlington County stations only, using emergency power, then for other emergency power stations outside Arlington, and then for  portables and mobiles anywhere. Stations using commercial power wait until net control calls for late check ins after completion the test.  Relay stations may be asked to repeat the net call for those unable to hear net control.  All check ins  please assist with relays. Signal reports should use plain language, as follows:   
“LOUD AND CLEAR, abbreviated LIMA CHARLIE, full quieting, 100 percent copy, with no noise
GOOD READABLE, abbreviated GOLF ROMEO, good copy, TRAFFIC QUALITY, only slight noise
FAIR READABLE, abbreviated FOXTROT ROMEO, OCCASIONAL FILLS may be needed.
WEAK READABLE, abbreviated WHISKEY ROMEO, FREQUENT FILLS are needed 
WEAK UNREADABLE, abbreviated WHISKEY UNIFORM, negative copy, RELAY IS REQUIRED.
“To reduce doubling, precede your call by the prowords THIS IS, release your mic PTT, pause briefly, state your call sign only, using standard ITU phonetics, and wait to be recognized.   Only when recognized by net control, provide additional information as requested.  Check-ins please remain for the duration of the net unless excused.    
“This is < your call> for the Arlington County RACES Net in <activation / exercise>.  
Calling Arlington County stations using emergency power only… <acknowledge callsign> Roger, your signal is  <plain language signal report >, what is your name, location, and organization, over. <Acknowledge and move on to the next station in sequence.>  <Ask station with good signal in each compass direction to repeat the net call> Are there any relays? 

“This is < your call> for the Arlington County RACES Net in <activation / exercise>.  

Now calling stations OUTSIDE Arlington County using emergency power only.

<acknowledge> Roger, your signal is  <plain language signal report >, please state your name, location, and organization, over. <Acknowledge and move on to the next station in sequence.>  Are there any relays? 

“This is < your call> for the Arlington County RACES Net in <activation / exercise>.  

Now calling for portables or mobiles from anywhere. <acknowledge> Roger your signal is  <plain language signal report >, please state your name, location, and organization, over. <Acknowledge and move on to the next station in sequence.> 
Are there any relays? 

“This is < your call> for the Arlington County RACES Net in <activation / exercise>.  

This concludes our simplex communication test.  Stations change now to the repeater for the remainder of the net.  
“This is < your call>  Now calling for late check-ins, including those using commercial power, call signs only please. <Acknowledge, ask their name, location and organization>  
“Stations having formal traffic or announcements for the net, please identify.

<acknowledge and relay traffic and handle any net business now>

Stations requiring short time to leave the net before informal comments, please identify.  <release short time stations, ask for a brief comment if they have time>

Now polling the roster for informal comments, briefly indicate your station power source, equipment, antenna and signal reports of stations heard during the test <poll in check-in order> <NCS IDs every ten minutes>  

“Before closing the net do we have a volunteer net control for next week?

<Acknowledge, thank you>

Any stations with general questions or requests for technical information before we close?  <Acknowledge, relay question or request>

There being no further traffic for the net, I would like to thank everyone for their participation.  This <activation / exercise> of the Arlington County RACES Net is now terminated.  The frequency is free.  This is <your call> out.
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
