Frequency Use Script 
(For an approved exercise or activation) 
Notify the Repeater owner/trustee/control operator by telephone phone or email if possible, if use is anticipated of a repeater not owned or controlled by Arlington County: 
Opening Operations on a frequency: 

“Attention all stations. Any station listening.” 
“This is the Arlington County Auxiliary Communications Service station, <your FCC call> announcing a (limited/general) activation on this frequency for the purpose of handling traffic in support of the Arlington County Office of Emergency Management.”
“All stations are requested to stand by, and allow a clear frequency for the duration of this emergency. “Is there any emergency or priority traffic at this time?” <Wait> “Now accepting check-ins from only from registered ACS stations at this time.” 

<If using a directed net, establish a net control station (NCS)> 

<If you are not going to remain NCS, hand off to a NCS as soon as possible> 

<If on OPNETs, Refer any non-management personnel to LOGNET

> 

Closing Operations on a frequency: 

“Attention all stations. Any stations listening. “This is Arlington County Auxiliary Communications Service station, <your FCC Call> securing operations on this <frequency/repeater system>. Frequency is free for normal use”. 

<If releasing/securing operations>: 
“All Arlington County Auxiliary Communications Service stations are released from this activation and may secure. Please forward your time reports to your Unit Leader as soon as possible. Incident number for this incident is ____.”  I SAY AGAIN… (Repeat the full script of this paragraph)...

<If not releasing or securing operations> 

“All Arlington County Auxiliary Communications Service stations change frequency to ___________ and continue operations.” “On behalf of the Arlington County Office of Emergency Management, we would like to thank the owners and control operators for the use of this repeater and all users of the frequency for your patience during our emergency operations. Frequency is now free for regular use.” “This is <your FCC Call> out...”
